
1 Ages: Girls 16 & Under for 12U as of January 1. 2009
Girls 18 & Under for 14U as of January 1. 2009

2 Tournament Governed by ASA Rule book 2009;  All protests settled immediately with UIC as Final Decision
UIC -Umpire-in-Chief

3 Helmets,Bats, Balls - ASA approved with NOCSAE label.  Face masks and chin straps required.

4 Rosters: Final Rosters on ASA approved sheet must be presented at registration table upon arrival at site.
along with proof on insurance..  Each team is responsible for their own insurance.
Birth Certificates available at registration upon request.

5 Prior to Game: Warm-ups will take place Northwest area of the complex for all teams.  Please stay off the baseball field 
Be at your field at least 15 minutes prior to you game.
Exchange lineups.  Home team official book.
Infield warm-up behind 2nd & 3rd base paths only;  Outfield as normal.
Dugouts  - team traveling furthest will be 3rd base.  If similar agree at lineup exchange.

6 Game: Coin Flip at home plate on Saturday (furthest travel calls); Sunday Highest seed has choice.
Mercy rule 8 after 5 inns, 10 after 4inngs for ALL Games.
In an attempt to get in a full 7 innings of play, a pitcher will receive 5 warm ups the first inning, 3 every inning
thereafter. A new pitcher will receive 5 warm ups.  One minute between innings
No new inning will start after 1 hour and 30 minutes.  If game is tied after the time limit has expired, the tiebreaker
shall be in effect to start the next inning.
Forfeits scored 7-0.

7 Tie Breaker: Championship Play seeding criteria, and if necessary the tournament winner shall be based upon (in order):

Head to Head
Least Runs Allowed Per Game
Run differential
Coin flip
